Im Norden Durchbruch des Flußes Pinka durch das Kristallin der Südburgenländischen Schwelle in einer
Engtalstrecke. Landschaftlich prägende Erhebungen sind der Eisenberg und der Tschaterberg (Kristallin).
Südlich davon schließt die, aus pannonen Sedimenten aufgebaute Ehrensdorfer Platte an. Weiters
bemerkenswert sind die Süßwasserkalke und Dolomite des Hohensteinmaißberges. Charakteristische
Waldgesellschaften sind submontane Buchen, - und Eichen- Hainbuchenwälder, bodensaure Eichenwälder
mit primären Föhrenbeständen im Kuppenbereich. Hervorzuheben sind der "Punitzer Wald", das größte
zusammenhängende Waldgebiet des Südburgenlandes, sowie der naturnahe Eichen-Hainbuchenwald mit
vereinzelten Flaumeichen und einer artenreichen Orchideeflora des Hohensteinmaißberges. Verzahnt mit
diesen Waldgebiete befinden sich an den Südabhängen der Erhebungen Weinbaugebiete. Die wichtigsten
Fließgewässer sind die Pinka der Tauchenbach und die Strem im südlichen Bereich des Gebietes mit ihren
bachbegleitenden Erlenbeständen und anschließenden Feuchtwiesen.

4.2 Quality and importance
Der Durchbruch der Pinka durch das Kristallin der südburgenländische Schwelle zwischen Woppendorf und
Burg vollzieht sich in einer landschaftlich bemerkenswerten Engtalstrecke. Der natürliche, von Augehölzen
des Typs 91E0 *Auenwälder mit Alnus glutinosa und Fraxinus excelsior (Alno-Padion, Alnion incanae,
Salicion albae) begleitete Bachlauf der Pinka grenzt an steile Hangwälder und Felsabbrüche mit
Felstrockenrasen des Typs 6190 Lückiges pannonisches Grasland (Stipo-Festucetalia pallentis). Südlich der
Mündung des Tauchenbaches in die Pinka erhebt sich der Eisenberg weit sichtbar aus der Ebene. An den
Südhängen des Eisenberges stocken ausgedehnte Weingärten und kleinflächige Trockenrasen des Typs
6210 Naturnahe Kalk-Trockenrasen und deren Verbuschungsstadien (Festuco-Brometalia). Die nordseitigen
Hänge des Eisenberges bedecken Eichen-Hainbuchenwälder des Typs 9170
Labkraut-Eichen-Hainbuchenwald Galio-Carpinetum, die Kuppenregion aufgelichtete
Eichen-Rotföhren-Wälder (91L0 Illyrische Eichen-Hainbuchenwälder (Erythronio-Carpinion). Die Weinberge
des Klein- und Hochtschaterberges erheben sich mit 365 m und 341 m aus der geschlossenen
Waldlandschaft, die von bodensauren Eichenwäldern bewachsen ist (9170 Labkraut-Eichen-Hainbuchenwald
Galio-Carpinetum). Die Ehrensdorfer Platte wird von den südöstlichen Ausläufern des Südburgenländischen
Hügel- und Terrassenlandes gebildet. Die flache, aus pannonen Sedimenten aufgebaute Waldlandschaft mit
dominierenden Eichen-Hainbuchenwäldern (9170 Labkraut-Eichen-Hainbuchenwald Galio-Carpinetum) ist in
230 m bis 320 m Höhe gelegen. Südlich von Kirchfidisch ist der Hohensteinmaißberg gelegen, ein über
pontischen Süßwasserkalken und Dolomiten ausgebildetes Waldgebiet. Im Kuppenbereich des naturnahen
Trockenwaldes tritt im Unterwuchs der Frauenschuh (Cypribedium calceolus) auf. Nahe dem
Hohensteinmaißberg befindet sich die Kalkwiese, eine der schönsten Pfeifengras-Streuwiesen im
Burgenland (Typ 6410 Pfeifengraswiesen auf kalkreichem Boden, torfigen und tonig-schluffigen Böden
(Molinion caeruleae). Im südlichen Teil umfasst das Gebiet Teile des unteren Stremtals, ein insgesamt 60 km
langes Sohlental. Die Niederung des Stremtales zählt zu den schönsten Wiesenlandschaften im
Südburgenland, ist jedoch von der Aufgabe extensiv bewirtschafteter Wiesen zugunsten von Forsten und
Brachen gekennzeichnet. Die Wiesen entsprechen den vorwiegend dem Typus 6510 Magere Flachland

Mähwiesen (Alopecurus pratensis, Sanguisorba officinalis) und vereinzelt 6440 Brenndolden-Auenwiesen
(Cnidion dubii). Die Waldbestände des Hagensdorfer Auwaldes mit Hainbuche (Carpinus betulus) und
Quirl-Esche (Fraxinus angustifolia) entsprechen dem Lebensraumtyp 91L0 Illyrische
Eichen-Hainbuchenwälder (Erythronio-Carpinion). Der Steilabfall des Hügellandes in das bis zu 80 m tiefer
gelegene Pinkatal vollzieht bereits den Übergang zur Kleinen Ungarischen Tiefebene. Die teilweise
bewaldeten Steilhänge (9170 Labkraut-Eichen-Hainbuchenwald Galio-Carpinetum) sind kleinflächig mit
Weingärten durchsetzt. Das weitläufige Kellerviertel von Heiligenbrunn ist ein nahezu vollständig erhaltenes
Ensemble von Wirtschaftsgebäuden, die seit dem 18. Jahrhundert in Verwendung stehen. Als Kulturdenkmal
ersten Ranges stellt es ein spezifisch südburgenländisches Unikum dar. Die überaus artenreichen und
vielfältig differenzierten Feuchtwiesen insbesondere an der Strem zählen ebenso wie die Streuobstwiesen im
Pinkatal, Eisen- und Tschaterberg zu den vorrangigen Schutzinhalten im Gebiet. Wie im gesamten
Südburgenland ist trotz agrarischer Förderungen im Rahmen des ÖPUL- und Kulturlandschaftsprogrammes
die Aufrechterhaltung der Mähwiesennutzung schwierig. Generell gilt im gesamten Gebiet, dass infolge
abnehmender Rinderhaltung das Interesse an der Wiesenbewirtschaftung stark im Abnehmen begriffen ist.
Ein günstiger Erhaltungszustand der Grünlandflächen ist hier wesentlich von agrarökonomischen und
gesellschaftlichen Rahmenbedingungen abhängig. Die ausgedehnten Wälder sowie reich strukturiertes
Kulturland bieten einigen Fledermaus-Arten attraktive Jagdgebiete und insbesondere für Wald bewohnende
Arten (Mopsfledermaus Barbastella barbastellus, Bechsteinfledermaus Myotis bechsteinii) auch zahlreiche
Quartierstandorte. Folgende bedeutende Fledermausquartiere sind als Einzelobjekte ebenfalls Teil des
Gebietes, um die für einen effizienten Schutz der betroffenen Arten notwendige Kohärenz von Quartier und
Nahrungsraum sicher zu stellen: Kirchen Burg, Luising und St. Kathrein im Burgenland: Wochenstuben des
Großen Mausohres (Myotis myotis). Kirche Mischendorf: Wochenstube des Großen Mausohres (Myotis
myotis).und des Kleinen Mausohrs (Myotis blythii) Der Hirschkäfer (Lucanus cervus) ist in Wäldern des
gesamten Gebietes verbreitet und häufig, während der Große Eichenbock (Cerambyx cerdo) nur mehr sehr
vereinzelt vorkommt, insbesondere in von großen Einzelbäumen dominierten Eichenbeständen zwischen
Stremer Berghäuser und Heiligenbrunn. Vor allem die Wiesen des Stremtales bieten zahlreichen
gefährdeten Schmetterlingsarten Lebensraum; hervor zu heben sind vor allem Vorkommen der beiden
Wiesenknopf-Ameisenbläulingsarten Maculinea nausithous und M. teleius. An den Fließgewässern des
Gebietes findet man den Fischotter (Lutra lutra) sowie vereinzelte Vorkommen der in Österreich nur sehr
lokal vorkommenden Libellenarten Vogel-Azurjungfer (Caenagrion ornatum) und Grüne Keiljungfer
(Ophiogomphus cecilia). Insbesondere naturbelassene Abschnitte von Strem und Pinka beherbergen auch
noch gute Bestände der Gewöhnlichen Flussmuschel (Unio crassus).
